 The format of the evening will be a cocktail reception with hors d’ouvres, musical entertainment, 
and several speakers on behalf of SHINE and the hedge fund industry. 

 Each year, 100 Women in Hedge Funds (“100 WHF”) hosts annual fundraising events in New York,  
London, Geneva and other cities to raise funds for a worthwhile charity.  Given 100 WHF’s broad 
reach in the industry and senior relationships with hedge fund managers, key investors and service 
providers, the event also serves as an elegant industry function to which 100 WHF members can 
invite key clients and at which they can further develop important relationships. 

 SHINE, our chosen charity for 2009, is doing fantastic work in the area of education for children in 
the UK. Our 2009 London Fundraiser event is a great way both to support this worthwhile cause 
and to enjoy a strategic networking opportunity for attendees. The event also affords participants an 
opportunity tohear from important industry leaders on topics pertinent to the industry at this time 
and to recognize the important contributions of female professionals to the hedge fund industry. 

 Laura White (an X-Factor finalist in 2008) will feature as the headline entertainment for the evening 
– we think that her performance should be exciting and entertaining for all. 

 The format of the event has been changed from previous years (which was a sit-down Gala dinner) 
to better reflect the current economic climate.  When selling tickets, we wish to emphasize that it is 
in this type of economic environment that charitable organizations have the most difficulty raising 
funds and we have structured the event in the hopes of maximizing our fundraising support to 
SHINE. 

 100 WHF will also award the European Industry Leadership Award during the evening.  This year’s 
recipient will be Mina Gerowin, Managing Director, Paulson Europe (additional information below).  

 The Locarno Suite, within the 
Foreign and Commonwealth Office, 
was the scene for the signing of the 
historic Locarno Treaty and is a 
magnificent setting which still hosts 
regular state gatherings. It has been 
made available to 100WHFs and 
SHINE by special permission 
secured by the office of Sarah 
Brown, who is a patron of SHINE.

About SHINE 

 This year’s theme for 100 Women in Hedge Funds philanthropic efforts globally is education 

 SHINE (Support and Help IN Education) is a UK based charity dedicated to funding and developing 
educational programmes, giving grants to projects that work with children who are struggling to 
learn, those who are very bright but underachieving, young people in care and those not engaging 
with the educational system at all.  

 SHINE was chosen after a rigorous due diligence process by 100 WHF’s London Charity Selection 
Committee and Board particularly because we felt: 

 They are highly effective at what they do and can show demonstrable results for their efforts 

a) Since August 2000, SHINE has committed £10.6 million to projects 

b) Such funding is now helping almost 21,000 children in more than 725 schools 

c) SHINE commissioned an evaluation by the London School of Economics which found that 
over 90% of the projects it funded reported improved results in standardized exams.  85% 
of the parents surveyed thought the project had improved their involvement in their 
children’s learning and 72% thought it had improved their child’s attitude towards school. 

 They are of a size where the 100 WHF contribution will make a material difference in funding 
for their programmes 

a) The projected amount that 100 WHF hopes to raise for SHINE could fund two new SHINE 
on Saturdays programmes for an entire year – for which SHINE has a queue of eligible 
schools eager to participate 

 Projects that SHINE supports include:  

 Intensive one-on-one literacy and support 

 Saturday enrichment programmes 

 Homework support and internet assisted learning

 One of SHINE’s primary patrons is Sarah Brown; she has been very supportive of our selection of 
SHINE and we hope to involve her at this year’s fundraiser to speak about her involvement with the 
charity and 100 WHF. 

 SHINE was founded in 1999 by Jim O’Neill (current Chairman), David Blood (current Vice 
Chairman), Mark Heffernan (Founder) and numerous others. It is celebrating its 10th anniversary 
this year and has become a leading charity in its field during these years. 

 The SHINE trustees fund all the operating costs of the organization, so that all funds raised for the 
charity go directly to benefit the young people who they are intended to support. 

 SHINE operates as a business, with rigorous evaluation of their programmes, a focus on delivering 
results to the students they serve, and the best possible value for money donated. SHINE has been 
a pioneer in venture philanthropy, seeding promising programmes and grooming them for broad 
adoption in the UK when they prove their effectiveness.  

Further Information on the European Industry Leadership Award  

 About the Award: The award is given annually by 100 WHF; the honoree each year is selected by 
the 100 WHF London Board and is deemed to possess talent, business ethics and a passion for 
investing that define the hedge fund industry’s standards of excellence.  Past awardees have been 
pioneers in some aspect of the business and have influenced a large population of hedge fund 
participants. 

 This year’s recipient is Mina Gerowin, Managing Director, Paulson Europe 

 Mina has made a significant contribution to the hedge fund industry, leading deals for Paulson, 
Lazard and for a private investment company she set up with a few key partners. Ms. Gerowin has 
been in the investment business for more than 25 years 



 Ms. Gerowin specializes in European merger and event-driven investment, including directing 
Euorpean activist positions, distressed and restructuring investment and risk arbitrage of both debt 
and equity.  At Paulson, she has led investments such as Stork and Ahold and runs some of the 
largest positions in their book. 

 Mina graduated from Smith College with an A.B. degree, has a J.D. from the University of Virginia 
School of Law and an M.B.A. from Harvard Business School, where she was a Baker Scholar

 Philanthropy Committee members are eligible to purchase one ticket at cost (£172.50), but ticket 
purchases must be approved by the Committee Chairperson, Natasha Sai 

 Individuals purchasing tickets who are also UK taxpayers are eligible to claim the Gift Aid deduction 
for their donation to SHINE.  A Gift Aid declaration form is attached to the payment details sheet 
which should be completed and sent in with payment in order for SHINE to claim the deduction 
from the Inland Revenue.  Corporate donations are not eligible for Gift Aid. 

 Ticket Registration forms are available for each ticket level by contacting 
londonfundraiser@100womeninhedgefunds.org.  Registration forms may also be completed online 
at the 100 WHF website. 

 As mentioned above, each ticket will be purchased via two separate payments.  SHINE and 100 
WHF accept payments in the form of cheque or wire transfer (instructions included on the Ticket 
Registration forms).  In addition, SHINE donations may be made via a Charities Aid Foundation 
account if the ticket purchaser already has an account.   

 In the case of wire transfers and CAF donations, donors should note that the payment is in 
conjunction with the 100 WHF London Fundraiser and include their name (so that SHINE and 
100 WHF can appropriately account for the incoming funds).

100 Women in Hedge Funds serves over 10,000 alternative investment management investors and 
practitioners through unique educational, professional development and philanthropic initiatives. Since 
its first educational event in 2002, 100 Women in Hedge Funds has hosted more than 150 sessions 
globally, connected more than 150 senior women through Peer Advisory Councils and raised in excess 
of $15 million for philanthropic causes in the areas of women's health, education and mentoring.

 £150 – SHINE can sponsor one child in Southwark for a year at SHINE's Serious Fun on Saturdays 
programme 

 £1,000 – SHINE can help five teenagers fulfil their academic potential by giving them a year’s 
personal coaching at Hanover Foundations 

 £5,000 – SHINE can put 20 nine year olds with poor reading skills back on track by giving them a 
year at our DigiSmart programme 

 £25,000 – SHINE can give 60 girls in Brixton a whole year's structured, focused educational support
