LEDA BRAGA

Leda Braga is President of BlueCrest Capital Management, a global alternative
asset management firm with around $16 billion of assets under management and
offices in London, New York, Chicago, Boston and Singapore. In BlueCrest, Leda
runs the Systematic Trading unit with three main strategies and approximately $8
billion of assets under management.

Leda's past experience includes modeling of interest rate exotics,
FX/interest rate hybrid instruments and equity derivatives. She holds a PhD in
Engineering from Imperial College, where she worked as a Lecturer and led
research projects for over three years prior to joining JP Morgan in the early 90s.

Stanley Fink retired as Deputy Chairman of Man Group plc in July 2008. Stanley
held the position of Group Chief Executive at Man for seven years and had served
in a variety of other positions over the last twenty-one years, mainly as Head of
Asset Management and Group Finance Director.

Stanley studied at Manchester Grammar School and then Trinity Hall College,
Cambridge, qualifying with an MA in Law in 1979.

He is a
committed philanthropist whose focus is health and education and his roles
include being a Trustee of ARK (Absolute Return for Kids), The Mayor of
London’s charity and Guy’s & St Thomas’ Charity. He was Chairman of the highly
successful campaign by The Evelina Children’s Hospital Appeal to raise £10 million
to assist in equipping the new hospital. He is also Chair of the board of governors
of Burlington Danes Academy School which he sponsored through ARK.
